2 Timeline (in reverse)

The ACCJC Core inquiries, received almost a year ago, were meant to let the college and BoT
know where there were accreditation standards requiring attention and remedy, and yet
despite this clear warning, with time to remediate, the BoT has failed to meet all accreditation
standards related to their governance responsibilities.

Faculty leaders spoke at multiple board meetings over the past 12 months, warning the BoT
that they were taking action that could harm our accreditation.
